Today, we acknowledge positive steps we have made
towards the management of COVID-19 patients. I am
delighted to announce that today, we have surpassed the
100 mark for recovery of patients. In the last 24 hours, we
have discharged eight (8) patients from our hospitals. This

brings to 106 the total number of our recoveries.
We have noted the number of recoveries steadily going up

while fatalities have stagnated. In the last one week, the

number of those who have died from COVID-19 have
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remained at 14. Within the same period, we hzve
discharged 39 persons. This is an indicztion of the
dedication of our healthcare workers. From

workers for the role they have played in ti
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remain our frontline soldiers without whom fighting this war

would extremely be difficult, if not impossible.
