Background
Kenya started vaccination of iglult population against the CovitP pandemic in March 2021 and vaccination
its teenage population with Pfizer in November, 2021. By the end of 2021 Kenya had administered 10.1
doses of 5 types of Covil® vaccines. During this period 4.2 roillipeople were fully vaccinated while 5.9 millic
were partially vaccinated.
At the beginning of 2022 following global reports of waning immunity from eb9idaccinations, Kenya started tt
administration of 3rd doses as booster shots and aims to adtaimdis2 million booster shots by June 2022 to
eligible adults.
Kenya plans to fully vaccinate 19 million adults (70% of the adult population) by end of June 2022 and th
adult population of 27 million people by the end of the year. During #mesperiod, it will also aim to fully vaccina
2.9 million teenagers aged 1 years (50% of the population) and the entire teenage population of 5.8 millic
end of December 2022.
Kenya has therefore laid out plans to administer at least 20 milliocoina doses between January and June 2
SO as to achieve the migear targets and has set specific targets for each of its 47 county governments w
objective of ensuring the administration of vaccine doses according to their population proportions.
