COVID-19 OUTBREAK IN KENYA

DAILY SITUATION REPORT - 722
1. KEY HIGHLIGHTS

1. Fourteen (14) new confirmed COVID-19 cases were reported in the last 24 hours bringing
the total number of confirmed cases in Kenyato 323129 cases as of 09 March 2022. Counties
reporting new cases are Mandera (5), Nairobi (3), Kericho (1), Kisii (1), Kitui (1), Laikipia
(1), Migori (1), and Trans nzoia (1).

2. Zero (0) deaths have been reported over the last 24 hrs. The total number of deaths
reported since the beginning of the outbreak is 5641, case fatality rate (CFR) is 1.7%

3. As of today, forty-seven (47) counties have reported cases namely: Nairobi (130817),
Kiambu (20153), Mombasa (17924), Nakuru (17039), Uasin Gishu (10537), Kisumu (7793),
Machakos (7618), Kajiado (7596), Kilifi (6997), Busia (6537), Siaya (6415), Nyeri (5858),
Kericho (5766), Kitui (4893), Murang'a (4440), Kakamega (4199), Meru (4083), Kisii (3718),
Migori (3352), Laikipia (3218), Bungoma (3146), Makueni (3074), Nyandarua (2986), Garissa
(2664), Turkana (2663), Embu (2630), Trans nzoia (2363), Nandi (2360), Kirinyaga (2257),
Homa bay (2110), Nyamira (2080), Taita taveta (2046), Baringo (1682), Bomet (1677), Narok
(1370), Kwale (1343), Tharaka Nithi (1241), Vihiga (1095), Marsabit (997), West pokot (855),
Isiolo (773), Lamu (770), Elgeyo marakwet (532), Mandera (436), Tana river (409), Samburu
(315), and Waijir (300).

4. Nairobi city and Mombasa Counties have the highest attack rates of COVID-19 at 2975.1
and 1483.4 per 100,000 population respectively when compared to 679.3/100,000 for the
whole country and need enhanced interventions. In addition, the COVID-19 outbreak has so
far spread to 100% of the counties in the country.

5. Three hundred and six thousand six hundred and forty-three - 306643 (95%) of the
323129 confirmed cases are local transmissions.

6. In the last 24 hours, 5585 samples were tested across various laboratories of which
fourteen (14) samples turned positive for COVID-19. A total of 3,418,275 cumulative
tests have so far been conducted.

7. Inthelast 24 hours, 36 COVID-19 patients (Health Facility: 0, HBIC: 36) recovered and
were discharged bringing the total number of recoveries and discharges for COVID-
317,265 (Facility: 52,994, HBIC: 264,271).

1.1 Epidemiology
Since 13 March 2020 when the first case was confirmed in Kenya, a total of 323129 confirmed cases and 5641 deaths giving a case

fatality rate of 1.7% have been line-listed. Of these, 306643 cases (95%) were local transmissions and 16484 (5%) are imported

cases. Figure 1 below shows the trends of cases.

1.4 Laboratory testing

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COVID-19 for the past 2 weeks, assuming that surveillance for suspected cases is comprehensive and testing rate of suspect cases,
is optimum at least 1/1000 population/week. The laboratory test rate currently stands at 71866.4 samples per 1,000,000 people.

Of the 323129 confirmed cases, 32612(10%) presented with symptoms (Figure 5).
Cough (52%) and Fever (33%) were predominant presenting symptoms.

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1.6 Age and Sex Distribution of COVID Confirmed Cases and
Deaths

One hundred and eighty-two thousand two hundred and fifty-five (56%) are males and
140874 (44%) are females. Most of the cases; 83486 (26%), are in the age group of
30-39 years. Figure 6 below shows the age and sex distribution of COVID-19 cases.
